Procedures: What to do after you complete your Application(s)

Step 1: Check your work: Make sure the Application(s)

v Are in black ink

v" Are neat and readable

v' Are dated and signed by you, the Applicant. If your attorney or other
representative completed the application, both you and the representative must
sign it.

Step 2: Copies. Make two (2) photocopies of the original Application(s).
